CATALOG DESCRIPTION: 
This course is designed to provide students with a thorough understanding of welding safety, gas tungsten arc-welding fundamentals, equipment adjustments and shielding gases.  It also provides training to develop the manual skills necessary to make high quality gas tungsten arc welds in all positions on mild steel, stainless steel and aluminum.  (2 lecture hours and 3 laboratory hours)

COURSE OBJECTIVES: 
1. SAFETY.
2. Develop knowledge and understand machine operation.
3. Identify and name parts for torch pieces.
4. Develop skills to set-up a GTAW welder.
5. Identify tungsten and utilize proper tungsten and diameter for application.
6. Become proficient in welding with filler metal.
7. Identify base metal and choose proper filler metal.
8. Develop dual hand coordination.
9. Weld in accordance to AWS specifications D1.3 and D1.1.
10. Visually examine and inspect welds to determine if it meets specifications such as undercut, lack of fusion, cold lap, crater cracks and various discontinuities. 
11. Act and uphold professional traits

ACADEMIC HONESTY STATEMENT:
