Course Goals and Learning Objectives

Upon completion of this course, you will be able to:

· Successfully produce a weld in the American Welding Society 1-F to 6G position
Topical Outline: (may be on a weekly basis)

· 5G & 6G are reserved for pipe  
· 5G: pipe, horizontal pipe with welding progression vertical up or down.  
· 6G: pipe, fixed at 45 degrees and the welder welds around the axis of the groove.
· G = groove weld
· The process is up to the student and instructor e.g. GTAW, GMAW etc.
· Pipe welding per AWS, and API welder qualification practice 20 contact hours including destructive test face and root bend. 5-6G
